Eligibi l i ty:
• Applicant must be an Elk GroveVillage resident,a U.S.citizen,

and a graduating high school senior.
• No restrictions regarding race,religion,national origin,

gender or physical disability.

Requirements:
• Applicants must submit a completed three-page application 

(attached) along with the following:
• One letter of reference from a teacher,school counselor,

coach or principal.
• One letter of reference from an employer or 

community member.
• Official High School Transcript which includes 

grade point average.
• ACT (Prairie State) and/or SAT scores.
• Essay.

• Selection will be made by the Scholarship Committee

Rose Paving has constructed the largest permeable paving job in
the Midwest in parking Lot L at U.S.Cellular Field,the home of the
Chicago White Sox,which is owned and operated by the Illinois
Sports Facilities Authorit y. The project is occurring at the height
of the “Green” movement in Chicago. In an effort to construct
and operate buildings more efficiently,builders and owners are
utilizing “green” innovations to execute jobs. To comply with this
wide-spread initiative, the parking area at Lot L was paved with
environmentally-friendly Unilock® permeable pavers.

These permeable unit pavers are extremely durable and very high
strength. Their interlocking nature enables them to withstand
heavy traffic loads. Most importantly, these pavers help to protect
the environment by allowing storm water to seep downward,
trapping heavy metals and pollutants,rather than run off.
